Presentasjon av hovedforelesningen:

Little is known about the interaction between people with intellectual disability who
communicate at symbolic but non-linguistic level and those with whom they have positive
relationships.
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As social interaction is central to the development of relationships and having relationships
assist with participation and inclusion, this seminar will describe the processes that emerged
from a grounded theory study.

Six adults with intellectual disability and limited communication were observed interacting
with people in their social network. Data consisted of field notes, interviews with 57 social
network members, and related documentation.

Four core aspects were revealed. These were sharing the moment, recognising the
individual, communicating and feeling good. The data will be presented and a theoretical

model discussed in relation to supporting social inclusion for adults with intellectual
disability.
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
